Each bible reading links to the Value being addressed in collective worship. Every week, the children should 
be given an opportunity to read the passage from their Children’s Bible in class.

Bible passage 

7th June Truthfulness ‘The Road to Damascus’ p 374 [Acts 8-9]– then read ‘Paul as a Preacher’ p383 
[Acts 9, 14]. The story of Saul changing from being an enemy of Jesus to a 
follower – and changing his name to Paul. Seeing the Truth – sometimes we do 
not understand the truth of a situation or belief – looking at situations in different 
ways; don’t be afraid to admit our mistakes and change our ways. 

14th June Truthfulness ‘Rebekah is Cunning’ and ‘A Family is Divided’ p30-31. (Genesis 27) 
[A family is torn apart due to lies] 

21st June Truthfulness ‘Planting Seeds in the Right Places’ p248/249  
[Jesus teaching about where to plant the ‘seed of truth’] 

28th June Love ‘The Children Come First’ p227 [Matthew 18 / Mark 9 / Luke 9] 
Jesus’ love for children – also links to value of Trust from earlier in the 
term. 

5th July Love ‘The Good Samaritan’ [Luke 10:25-37] Jesus tells this well-known story in a 
response to a question about how to get to Heaven. 

12th July Love ‘A Bad Time’ and ‘A Woman of Loyalty’ p114-115 [Book of Ruth] A story 
from the Old Testament of family love – between Ruth and her mother-in-
law Naomi.  
(Children may wish to continue to read on through the next couple of 
stories on p116-119 that continue to tell the story of Ruth)
