	To become familiar with our focus text
	Hook – Children find a rucksack in the classroom. 
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Who might it belong to? What could be inside?

Introduce the book by showing the front cover where we can see Logan. Explain that this bag belongs to him. He had to pack a bag ready for his big adventure! Reveal the items in the bag as you read that part of the story.

Introduce today’s focus vocabulary- ‘Adventure’- Use the slide to support children to learn the meaning of this word. Support by adding an action to remember the meaning of the word.
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Have you ever been on an adventure? What did you pack to take with you? Teacher could talk about a time they’ve been for a long walk and packed a picnic etc. to model this.

	Teach- Before you start reading this story. Plan carefully how you will read this story and practice reading the story aloud. Consider:
1) The voice for the narrator and each character (consider Logan and Luna’s differing personalities coming out in their voices) 
2) How you will read with expression (notice the ellipsis and use of capitals on page 6-7 “Luna was… (pause) OUTSIDE”.) 

[image: ]
Read the story up to ‘…Luna! Oh, no! A huge, hungry wolf was trying to eat her.’- Display the book on the screen and read it to the class. Invite the children to join in with you at various parts. For example, when Logan calls out for “Luna!!!” and with the “Whoosh!” as Logan rides off on the deer’s back. Reveal the items in the bag as Logan packs them in the story.
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What do you think will happen next? What might Logan do?
	 Week 1
Small group activity at tables –
LO: I can hear the initial sound in a word. 
· Initial sound sorting activity to be completed as a small group. Teacher and children to say each word with a heavy focus on the initial sound.

Continuous provision – 
· Cutting out pictures of characters from the story. This could be made into simple stick puppets.
· Making a Logan mask
· Roleplay- children to have various items and bags. What will they pack for their adventure?
· Design a biscuit for the wolf. Will you design a nice one or not?



























































































Week 2
Small group write at tables – 
LO: I can hear and write the different sounds in CVC words. 

· CVC word writing for images of: tin, pot, cup, mat
Practice - The teacher will say the word placing emphasis on the initial sound
Write - Children to write the graphemes which correspond with the phonemes they can hear. Children to use sound mats for support. Some children may use magnetic letters to record the sounds for each word.



Continuous provision – 
· Children to use pictures from the story to order the events.
· Encourage children in their roleplay to use the phrase from the story “We need another adventure – let’s pretend we are…” pirates, superheroes, detectives etc. Provide a range of props to facilitate this.
· Children to draw a new adventure for Luna and Logan to go on. Provide children with visuals of different settings as a stimulus.
	 


	To orally blend
	Retrieval- Yesterday’s focus vocabulary was ‘adventure’. Recall the definition for this word and the chosen action. 
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Retrieval - Where did Logan go on his adventure? 
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Display the page we read up to yesterday. Children to make their predictions about Logan’s next move!



	Display the image of the wolf. Teacher to sound out parts of the wolf for the children to orally blend:
paw
tail
hair
tooth
nose
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Read the rest of the story. 
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Logan enjoyed the adventure so much that now he wants to go on another one. Where could they go next? 
	
	 

	To identify the initial sound in a word
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Re-read the story. This time, focusing on vocabulary. 
Tell children the meaning of the following vocabulary using the following definitions:
· Daring – being brave and willing to try something new 
· Scurrying – moving quickly in a hurry whilst trying to hide
· Proud – feeling happy and good about something you have done
· Familiar – someone or something that is well-known and easy to recognise

For each word:
1) Practice saying the words using ‘my turn, your turn’
2) Discuss what each words means.
3) Use pictures or actions to support as necessary 

Display and refer to these words across the week.

	Using pictures from the story, sort the words by initial sound. This could be done by a simple table on flip chart, sorting hoops or boxes. Teachers should say each word only placing emphasis on the initial sound.

s- scarf, snorkel, squirrel
t- torch, tin, tree, tray, toaster
p – pot, picture, pillow, plant
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Can you find a picture that starts with the sound ‘p’?

	To blend to read
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Introduce the term ‘prosody’. Teach the definition using slide.

Echo Reading - Re-read the story, and where sentences are highlighted, use ‘my turn, your turn’ to model using correct expression for children to copy. 

	Orally blend some words from the first page of the story i.e. mug, book, rug, chair, wool, bunny, lamp. Say the individual phonemes in the word and ask the children to blend the sounds and say the whole word. When the children say the word back to you, point to/circle the image on the page.

Blend to read ‘mat’ and ‘pot’. Can the children locate the mat and the pot in the picture? 
	
	

	To blend to read
	Freeze frames – Tell the class that they are Logan. Direct them to the following parts of the story:
1) Luna asks you to go outside with her.
2) You see a hungry wolf trying to eat Luna.
3) Luna says you are amazing.
Can they use their faces and body language to show how Logan is feeling? Can the children articulate how Logan is feeling? “Logan is feeling ___”.
	Orally blend some words on page 4 of the story i.e. bag, hat, pot, mat. Say the individual phonemes in the word and ask the children to blend the sounds and say the whole word. When the children say the word back to you, point to/circle the image on the page.

Blend to read ‘can’ and ‘mad’. Can the children locate the can? Which character is feeling mad?
	
	

	To orally segment a word
	Recall the story- Display images of the story on the board for children to put into the right order.


	Orally segment some words on page 4 of the story i.e. bag, hat, pot, mat, can. Say the individual phonemes in the word and ask the children what you are saying. When the children say the word back to you, point to/circle the image on the page.
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I do – Teacher to write the words ‘mat’ and ‘can’. Teacher to model stretching out the word, putting it onto their phoneme fingers and writing down the corresponding graphemes using a sound mat/wall frieze to support.
	
	

	To identify the initial sound in a word
	Quizzing Logan – Explain to the children that they are going to answer questions as if they are Logan. They will need to be detectives and use the information they remember from the story.
1) What did you pack in your rucksack? (a snorkel, a torch, a tin of biscuits)
2) Why did you go into the cave? because fox said Luna goes there looking for bears so I might find her there)
3) What did you do with the tin of biscuits? (I gave them to the hungry wolf to stop it from eating Luna)
4) How did you feel once you’d saved Luna? (Proud, pleased etc.)

	Using pictures from the story, sort the words by initial sound. Children to have whiteboards and sound mats on the carpet to write down the initial sound for each word. Teachers should say each word only placing emphasis on the initial sound.

m- mat, mouse, mushroom 
d- deer, duster
g- glove, goggles
c- can, cave, cup


Let’s add some labels to these pictures. 
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I do – ‘cup’
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We do –‘mat’ and ‘can’
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Can you find a picture that starts with the sound ‘p’?

	To write a word
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Re-read the story from ‘There was no reply…’ up until ‘So that’s exactly what Logan did.’

Introduce the idea that you would like to change the story a bit. What else could Luna (the bravest bunny in the world) do outside on her adventures?
[image: ]
Gather ideas on flip chart using images on the board as stimulus if needed. (E.g. camping in a tent, making a fire, climbing the rocks, swinging from the tallest tree etc.)
	We are going to write about the other things Luna does when she is being brave outside. 
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I do – “She digs in a pit. I am going to write the word ‘pit’.”
Model:
1) Say the word
2) Stretch the word to hear the different sounds
3) Put onto phoneme fingers
4) Refer to phoneme fingers and use GPC mat to support your writing 
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We do-  “She plays fetch with a dog. We are going to write the word ‘dog’.”
Together:
1) Say the word
2) Stretch the word to hear the different sounds
3) Put onto phoneme fingers
4) Refer to phoneme fingers and use GPC mat to support your writing 

	
	

	To identify words which end with the same sound
	Initial sound focus – Can you find something in the picture with begins with the sound /s/ etc.

Picture 1 - /s/ scarf and /m/ mouse
Picture 2 - /p/ pillow, /m/ mat and /n/ knitting needle
	Rhyming words (end of word focus)- Children are shown 3 pictures of objects which feature in the story. Teacher and children to chorally name each item repeatedly. Can they identify which 2 words end in the same sound?

1) mug, rug, bunny
2) scarf, book, hook
3) frog, fox, log
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Can you find two pictures that end with the same sound?

	To write a word
	Explore: Discuss where Logan might go on his next adventure with Luna using the sentences from the text “We need another adventure! Lets go to…”
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Gather ideas on flip chart using images on the board as stimulus if needed. Possible ideas include: an island, the ocean, safari and space.
	We are going to write about the other adventures Logan and Luna could go on.
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I do – “They can fly on a mat. I am going to write the word ‘mat’.”
Model:
5) Say the word
6) Stretch the word to hear the different sounds
7) Put onto phoneme fingers
8) Refer to phoneme fingers and use GPC mat to support your writing 
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We do-  “They could hunt for a new biscuit tin. We are going to write the word ‘tin’.”
Together:
5) Say the word
6) Stretch the word to hear the different sounds
7) Put onto phoneme fingers
8) Refer to phoneme fingers and use GPC mat to support your writing
