Teacher assess- listen in to partner talk and give extra time for children to generate examples and cold call for answers. 

Introduce learning for today
Share examples of nouns vs expanded noun phrases. Ask children ‘What’s the same and what’s different?’ and give some thinking time. Then move onto partner talk and share some responses.

Display: 
- hair        black hair
- coat       long coat 
- boots     red boots 

Display adjective and practice saying the word aloud before sharing the definition. 

Q: What’s an adjective? 
A word that describes a noun. 
Chn to repeat definition several times. For example, Billy has red boots. The adjective red describes the noun boots.

Ask the question- ‘What nouns can you see?’
Think, pair, share. Use this as an opportunity to check for understanding of nouns. Share idea briefly as a class.

Next, show children pre-prepared nouns on IWB. Also have these prepared on flipchart for adding adjectives next.

Look carefully at the picture and the nouns we have selected. What adjectives could we write in front of these nouns to add more detail? 
Think, pair, share. 
E.g. black hair, red hairband, black tights, red boots, long coat. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Add adjectives in front of the noun on flipchart paper. This can be taken off and stuck up to use as a scaffold when writing. Explain to children that we are going to use these expanded noun phrases (adjective + noun) to write some short sentences to describe Billy. Teacher will model first to show them how.

Read the whole of Billy and the Beast
	Reread the page of the terrible soup and animals in boxes (Billy was not impressed...None of them looked especially happy to be there). 

What does the beast like to have in his soup? 

Tell chn today’s challenge is to help create an even better terrible soup!

Ask the question- What could the animals be contained in? 
Think, pair, share and use picture prompts to help. 
Collate ideas and record on flipchart. E.g. 
· tin 
· jar 
· box 
· bag 
· pot 
· can 
· tub 

Display:

Briefly discuss the meaning of alliteration. 
Model ‘thinking aloud’ to create an alliterative phrase using tin. E.g. toad in a tin, and pig in a pot

Q: What animals could we use for the other containers on flipchart? 
Think, pair, share
Collate ideas.

Lesson 1

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Retrieval- Ask children to discuss and teacher listen in to target key children and check understanding.

What’s a noun? 
What’s an adjective? 

Share definitions and children to repeat to ensure they are clear.


	Explain that today we will be looking at a different type of word (or word class).

Display verb and its definition-
A verb is a doing or a being word. 
Today we will be thinking about verbs as a ‘doing’ word so we will be looking out for different actions. 

Note- we are looking to generate simple present tense verbs today e.g. play, live, work. We don’t need to explain this in detail to the children, but we are looking to collect simple present tense verbs today so that we can use them in the lesson tomorrow when adding suffixes. 
 
Repeat definition several times. – A verb is a doing or a being word.
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Share image from book of Billy doing different actions. Children think, pair, share and share examples. Use question ‘What could Billy and FatCat do on their adventure?’ to support children to generate simple present – Billy and FatCat could walk/ talk as opposed to Billy and FatCat are walking/ talking.

Record list of these simple present verbs on the flipchart to use as a scaffold. N.B. If children give examples that are not simple present, record the verb as simple present e.g. change walking to walk. 
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Chn to work in pairs. Teacher to display three verbs. Partner 1 to act out a chosen verb, partner two to guess the verb. Swap. Repeat several times.

Hinge question to assess class’s understanding so far. Children to vote on their fingers/ put a finger on their nose to indicate which word is the verb and which is the noun. Check for understanding- Identify any children who are not sure and spend time sharing more examples of verbs if necessary to support whole class before moving on. 
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Display two examples of verbs and one noun. Spot the odd one out. Why? Repeat with further examples. 

Display a range of nouns and verbs and read to children. How could we sort these words into two groups based on our learning today? What two types of words can you spot?

Display a t-chart (nouns/verbs). This is our task for today.

Elicit which children have not secured this learning. 
	Begin by displaying and rereading page 2 and highlight stomped, crunched, splashed and jumped 
What type of word are these examples of? 
 What do you notice about the ending of each verb? 
Why has the suffix -ed been used? 
Briefly discuss the purpose of the past tense- The past tense shows us an action that has happened in the past/ an action that has already happened. 

Display the pictures from pages 1 and  2  with the root verbs march, stomp, crunch, splash and jump. 
Show using animations how we these change when we add the suffix -ed. 
Ask children ‘How has the verb changed?’ Ensure children are clear that by changing to past tense, the verb tells us the action has already happened. Write these up on flipchart to use as scaffold. Refer to examples of simple past verbs from yesterday and any other examples children may have to build a bank of past tense verbs.

I want to write a sentence about how they were moving through the woods. I have the present tense verb march but I need to change it to past tense. ‘They march in the woods.’ becomes ‘They marched in the woods.’

We use this word to connect words or groups of words. We call this a conjunction. 
Repeat definition several times.
