	Week 1 
Lesson 1 
LO: To begin to become familiar with our focus text  





 



	Share clues with children about what our new story is. How quickly can they identify what the story is when we reveal parts of the front cover?

Have they ever heard this story before? Do they know any other stories with wolves?
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Children to work in pairs using 3 sequencing cards to put events in order- beginning, middle and end. Teacher to support pairs who need additional help with this. Check for understanding at this point and teacher then reveal answers on the board. Teacher briefly explain why they have been ordered in this way e.g. The first picture shows Mother Pig telling her piglets they need to go out into the world and that happened at the beginning. The second picture shows the wolf huffing and puffing trying to blow down the brick house which happens in the middle of the story. The third picture shows the cooking pot which is too hot and scares the wolf away at the end. 
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Explain to pupils that we are going to practise writing two words from the story: pig and hat.

Heavy scaffolding of stretching the sounds and counting the phonemes. Teacher modelling of letter formation. Teacher to support pupils with spelling and letter formation and use this as an opportunity to check for understanding and assess whether any pupils need more support/ intervention. 
 

	 
Use word writing task to identify pupils who need extra support with segmenting and spelling.

	Lesson 2 
LO: To become more familiar with our focus text  

	Share the word ‘prosody’ with pupils. Explain (giving a child-friendly definition eg this is when we use our story teller voice) that when we read with prosody, we read with expression- it is our ‘story telling voice’. Explain that when we read with prosody, we might change our pitch- how high or low our voice sounds, how loud our voice is- we might shout or whisper, the pace- how fast or slow and the rhythm- the pulse or beat of how we read (like in music)

Re-read the story. Highlight five key words from the text that you will focus on across the week:
trotted
bale
fortune
cosy
snout
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Let’s learn the meaning of some of the new vocabulary in the book to help us to become more familiar with the story. Follow the same structure to hear the word again in context and become more familiar with it before pupils discuss what it could mean and then share a clear definition.
1. Teacher re-read this sentence.
2. Teacher point out the highlighted word.
3. Repeat word using ‘my turn, your turn’. 
4. Count the syllables.

Share the picture and definition for each word. Some words may need extra clarity within the context of the story. Use actions to support. Display the words and picture in the classroom to refer back to during teaching sequence. 
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Practice writing the words ‘huff’ and ‘puff’. Heavy scaffolding of stretching the sounds and counting the phonemes. Teacher modelling of letter formation. Teacher to support pupils with spelling and letter formation and use this as an opportunity to check for understanding and assess whether any pupils need more support/ intervention. 
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Show three pictures. Which picture shows a bale? Give children thinking time in pairs and then ask children to vote. Revisit definition if needed. 

	Lesson 3 
LO: To repeat sentences relating to a known text
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Revisit definition of prosody from yesterday- ask children to think, pair, share and see if they can remember the child friendly definition from yesterday. Share the four elements discussed yesterday.



	Prosody input
Explore prosodic reading of key sentences/ phrases from the story as a class. 

Teacher model first example and explain(Little Pig! Let me in!) how they are changing their voice according to how the character is acting/ feeling.
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My turn your turn- ‘Please may I have your sticks?’ Explain how your voice may go up as this is a question mark or how we want to be polite as the pig is asking for something. 

Read the next two sentences aloud for pupils. Read the sentence in two contrasting ways- one that is correct and one that is not. E.g.’ I WON’T let you in’ in a whisper vs a louder, firmer tone. Ask children to vote on which is the best way to read according to who the character is, what they are doing or how they are feeling. 

[image: ]Story map
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Pre-prepare a story map and go through together as a class. You may wish to cover parts of the story map and reveal each part at a time so that children can articulate what comes next. Ask children to think of an action for each part as you use it to retell a simple version of the story. Stick to a simple script so that you and the children retell this in the same way to help internalize the story structure and avoid cognitive overload. (example script and actions on this plan)

	





With teacher scaffolding, pupils practise final two sentences in pairs with appropriate prosody (I’ll huff and I’ll puff… and Haha! That was me!) Teacher to listen in and assess. Demonstrate to whole class if heavier modelling is needed and get children to practise again
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Smaller versions could be given to individual children if further scaffolding is needed. Agree a class set of actions for each part of the story taking ideas from the children. Build in more time for rehearsal in pairs if appropriate, but continue heavily modelling if pupils are not confident as we want to model grammatically correct sentences and not reinforce any misconceptions.
	Note down pupils who need more support with using appropriate prosody or those who may need more support orally composing sentences. (Focus on these children in tomorrow’s lesson when we repeat the objective)

	Continuous provision application activities for Week 1 
	Continuous provision – 
· Opportunity for children to create their own story maps. Pictures from story on table to support.
· Sorting activity - (once teacher modelled) children sort props or pictures into groups by initial sound.
· Cutting out pictures of characters from the story. Could be made into simple stick puppets.


	Small group transcriptional writing at tables for Week 1 
	Small group write at tables – 
· Transcriptional label writing – mum, man, pig, hat
Practice - The teacher will say the word. Children to stretch out and put the following words on their fingers before writing them. 
Write - Children to write the label for each picture – mum, man, pig, hat. Phoneme frames could be used as an additional scaffold.
· Transcriptional word writing – huff, puff
Practice - The teacher will say the word. Children to stretch out and put the following words on their fingers before writing them.
Write – Children to label the picture  – huff, puff


	Week 2- Lesson 1 
LO: To orally blend words


Resources needed

Initial sound sorting cards

Flipchart/ hoops/ boxes for sorting words
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Orally blend some words from the story.e.g. pig, wolf, stick, home. Say the individual phonemes in the word and ask the children what you are saying. When the children say the word back to you, reveal the picture on the ppt (they reveal in order)
	Using pictures from the story sort words by initial sound. Teacher say words aloud and children practise saying words aloud. Teacher model creating three categories - /b/, /p/, /ch/
Model sorting 3 words initially on flipchart/ hoops/ boxes etc
bale piglets and chimney


	With support, children listen to the words churn, pot and bricks and sort these words into the correct categories according to their initial sound. (scaffold according to pupils’ need by repeating words, stretching etc)

On next slide, share with children further words and support them to sort them into correct categories. 
p- piglets, pit, pot
s -straw, sticks, steam
ch – chimney, (butter) churn
b – bricks, bale, balloon
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Review- children to say as many of the words using the pictures as they can to their partner. Can they identify the initial sound?

	Week 2- Lesson 2 
LO: To orally compose sentences relating to a familiar text

	Share images of different characters on the board. Ask children who they are and what they know about them already. E.g. The Mummy Pig sent the piglets to build houses. The wolf is mean. 

 
	Children discuss- What is the same and what is different about Mummy Pig and the piglet? Teacher model an example aloud first. For example, the piglet has a hat. Mummy Pig has a green dress. Mummy Pig is happy. He is pink. She is pink. Children share ideas.
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Gather the descriptive language, collect and record on a flip chart for each character.  

Repeat back some of the ideas that have been collected modelling speaking in full sentences using ‘my turn, your turn’.


Repeat the process for the man and the wolf, recording descriptive language on flipchart and practicing composing sentences using ‘my turn, your turn’. 
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Practise writing the CEW ‘the’. 
1) Are there any phonic clues?
2) What are the ‘tricky’ parts?
3) Use letter names to spell out the word.
4) Children to write, cover, write again and check.
 

	
Children orally rehearse and tell their partner a sentence about a character. Teacher to check for understanding- do children’s sentences make sense? Who needs further support in oral composition? Focus on these pupils in tomorrow’s lesson to provide extra support.

	Week 2 
Lesson 3 
LO: To orally compose sentences relating to a known text

Resources needed
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Ask children to share names of feelings/ emotions they already know. Teacher scaffold this and extend vocabulary. Get children to practise using ‘my turn, your turn’ some of the key emotions that come up in the story e.g. scared, happy, tired, proud. 
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Re-read the story, pause at points to ask how the characters might be feeling at this point. Ask children to show the emotion using their face or body.

Scaffold/ model as needed to ensure children are clear with vocabulary and their understanding of the character’s emotion.

 Provide stem sentences and model repetition within the sentence e.g. The pig is feeling ____________. The wolf is feeling _________________. Ensure repetition for accuracy.  
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Model writing ‘The pig is sad’.  Ensure that you model letter formation and spacing. 

Transcriptional caption writing - “the pig is mad”

Practice - The teacher will say the sentence. The children will repeat this caption 3 times (in different voices, robot speak, count the amount of words etc.) The children will then practice writing this sentence, focusing on the sounds they can hear in each word by stretching out the word and putting it on their phoneme fingers. Teacher to support separating words using finger spaces.

Write - Children to write the simple caption “the pig is mad”. 
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Show three pictures. Which one is showing the happy pig?




	Week 2 Lesson 4 
LO: To begin to innovate a story
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Do now
Ask children to tell their partner what the pigs’ houses were made from in the story. Choral response or cold call pairs- key children to check understanding.



	Once we have re-read the story, we will come up with some of our own ideas about what the houses could be made from.

What else could the houses be made from instead of straw, sticks and bricks? Share picture clues to prompt.
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Gather ideas on flip chart.





	We are going to write a list of ideas for the pigs. With heavy scaffolding children write a short list of cvc words using GPCs they have already learnt. Support children to use the same structure as in phonics lessons to segment and spell these words. Check for understanding and ensure key pupils are positioned close to the teacher to make sure intervention happens swiftly to support their spelling and letter formation. Tick or fix and use this assessment to inform interventions and further teaching.

	 Check for understanding during writing task to inform interventions and further teaching. 

	Continuous provision application activities for Week 1
	Continuous provision – 
· Construction materials available for children to build their own houses i.e. blocks, playdough
· Puppet theatre or similar to allow children to reenact the story.
Writing area - Children to have paper and envelopes available to write their own letters to the wolf.

	Small group transcriptional writing at tables for Week 1
	Small group write at tables – 
· Transcriptional caption writing - “the pig is sad”
Practice - The teacher will say the sentence. The children will repeat this caption 3 times (in different voices, robot speak, count the amount of words etc.) The children will then practice writing this sentence, focusing on the sounds they can hear in each word by stretching out the word and putting it on their phoneme fingers. Teacher to support separating words using finger spaces.
Write - Children to write the simple caption “the pig is sad”.

Example script for oral rehearsal of story using story map

(Wave to “Mummy Pig.”)
