	Introduction- Hook – Display the inside front cover on the board (it contains a boat, a moat and a castle). Explain that this is an illustration from our new focus text.

What can you see? Teacher to record children’s list of nouns on the flipchart. E.g. boat, water and tower. 
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Teacher to offer some suggestions to extend vocabulary and add their ideas to the flipchart (mast, reed, moat and fort).

Say all three words together “goat, stoat, boat”. What do you notice about the sound of these words? They have the same ending sound. We call this rhyming. Do you know any other words ending in ‘oat’? Direct children to think about the words ‘coat’ and ‘float’. 


	We are going to change the story today. Instead of a boat, what could we have…

Practice blending to read some phase 3 words suggesting items we could have instead of a boat (box, bus, log, jeep, chair, shed, van).
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What animals could we have instead of a goat and a stoat? Children have 2 animal options for each ‘place’ (one which rhymes and one which does not). Children identify the rhyming pair.
