	Hook

Reveal the front cover

Q: What clues can we see on the front cover?

Retrieve: nouns
Display picture from the book and ask children what nouns they see.


Q: What is an adjective?
We use an adjective to describe a noun.
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Using picture of Ellie looking out of the window, generate adjectives to describe the city. E.g. 
grey
dark
huge
bustling
thrumming

Teacher to collect adjectives on the flipchart.


Introduce what an expanded noun phrase is.
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Model putting the adjectives into phrases orally, using the nouns on the slides to support. E.g. dark sky, huge towers 


Children to orally compose their own in pairs.
Teacher scribe some WAGOLL examples onto flipchart.
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Teacher modelled

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Retrieval- adjectives.
What adjectives would you use to describe the picture? Check for understanding- ensure pupils understand that adjectives are used to describe the nouns.

Explain that today we are going to be writing a short description of Ellies view from the window.

The setting description will be written in the third person.
Third person is when you tell a story about other people, not yourself.
So, we are telling a story about Ellie and her move to the city.

	Share WAGOLL [image: ]
From the bedroom window the outside was unlike her old house. The sky was full of dark clouds and the streets were thrumming with bustling people. Ellie looked out but there were no birds or green to see. The tall flats towered over her. Ellie could hear the beeping horns and traffic jam.
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Teacher modelled
Write a short description of the city using expanded noun phrases from yesterday

Retrieve expanded nouns from working wall/flip chart and model putting them into a write.

Think aloud, using the picture from yesterday and describing the different nouns.

E.g. I am thinking about what Ellie can see and hear. 
I am writing in the third person, telling a story about what Ellie can see so I am going to start with Ellie, she looked out of her window and she saw…

Today we are going to be using the conjunction but to join two opposite ideas.

Display both contrasting images.
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Model thinking aloud- Compare the village and the city with conjunction ‘but’ to contrast. 

Give pupils time to make some comparisons in pairs and share. 
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Conjunctions focus- oral composition using ‘but’

Model oral composition e.g.

The sky was bright blue but now it is dark and drab.

The houses are quaint but in the city they are tall.

	Simple retell script example for week 2
