	Lesson 1: 
Use sentences with different forms: questions
	Watch the trailer of the book: Rene & Glumfoot in...The Café At The Edge Of The Woods - Book Trailer

Does this remind us of any stories or films? 
Who do children think the characters will be? 

Read the book to the same point in the trailer. 
How is the book the same as the trailer to this point? 
How is it different? 

	Show question and answer slides – chorally read the two sentences. 

She dreamt of fine cuisine. 
What did Rene dream of. 

Explain that one is a question and the other the answer.  Ask children to finger vote 1 or 2 to indicate which is the question. 
How do we know – starting with What.

What piece of punctuation should it have? – a Question mark.

Model writing a question mark – children practice on MWB – be explicit about pencil grip and formation.  Repeat if needed. 

Model re-writing the sentence with a question mark. 

Show next pair of sentences: 
How did Rene save
Rene saved bean by bean. 

[image: ]Think, pair, share which is the question and which is the answer. 

[image: ]Dictation: say the sentence and children write it using a ?

Tick or fix. 
Check understanding.  Identify pupils who will need additional support before working independently in next part of the lesson. 

	[image: ] Share the pairs of sentences and explain that children are going to write them as questions and answers in their books as we just have done. 

Recap the success criteria for writing a question: 
Capital letter
Question mark instead of a full stop. 

 Tick or fix. 

[image: ] Create you own questions about the book so far. 

	[image: ]Hinge question:  show 3 questions and children identify which is correct. 

Identify common misconception and identify pupils who will need additional support in the next lesson. 


	Lesson 2: 
Use sentences with different forms: questions
	[image: ]Do now: 
Dictation on MWB to write a sentence using correct punctuation: 

What was Rene’s dream? 

Show correct answer and children tick or fi. 
	Read the next page where Rene advertises for a waiter. 

Explain that, whenyou apply for a job , you have an interveiw where are are asked questions to find out if you you would be good for the job. 

[image: ]  Model asking an interview questions: 

Why would you like this job?
Do you like working with people? 


[image: ] Pupils work in pairs to create questions they would ask at an interview for a waiter in Rene’s café. 

[image: ]Gather information whilst they are doing this so they can lead the next part of the lesson. Ask 1 of them to share their questions  and model writing the question – ensure you talk through your thinking and identify any common misconceptions from yesterday. 


Then answer in role as Glumfoot. 

[image: ]Ask second child to sahre their question. Children write this on MWB. 

Tick and fix. 

Pupils then work in pairs – one as Rene to ask the question, the other as Glumfoot to answer. 

Repeat with third child’s question if needed. 

	[image: ]  Explain that children are going to be Rene and write questions to ask Glumfoot at his interview. 

Recap the success criteria for writing a question: 
Capital letter
Question mark instead of a full stop. 

Children write 5 sentences for the interview. 

Possible scaffolds for pupils:
· Adult dictates questions and children write ensuring they meet the SC
· Give children sentences without punctuation and write them as questions

	In pairs children role play being Rene and Glumfoot and take turns asking/ answering interview questions.  Model quality answers if needed to support S&L skills. 

	Lesson 3:  
Use sentences with different forms: exclamations 
	[image: ]Do now: 
Write sentence with the correct punctuation. 
	Continue to read to the page’ The waiter went out walking.’. 

[image: ]Show the next slide and use fluency strategies to repeat read the sentence sat least three times with prosody. 

[image: ]Children read in pairs (repeat read at least three times)

CFU whilst they do this and ask key children (model great reading or share a common error to correct). 

[image: ]Ask children to identify the question on the page. 
What punctuation tells us it is a question. 

Now identify the exclamation. What punctuation tells us this? What is an exclamation? How do we read exclamations?  Model reading the exclamation. 

What is an exclamation? 
· An exclamation shows strong emotion or surprise. 
· It often starts with “What” or “How”. 
· It contains a verb. 
· It ends with an exclamation mark.
Does the exclamation in the book match this definition  -no! Identify the elements that are there but that it does not start with what or how. 

Read two sentences and ask pupils to finger vote if 1 or 2 is the exclamation : 

1. The café was empty. 
2. What an empty café this is!
Identify the different features of this sentence that makes it an exclamation. 

Model writing the exclamation being explicit about the punctuation you are using. 

[image: ]Repeat: 

1. How fed up Rene was  waiting for a customer!
2. Noone came to the café. 
Dictation on MWB: pupil’s write the exclamation. 

	[image: ]Task 1: 

Pupils insert how or what to create an exclamation and use the correct punctuation to write in their books. 

Check children are secure before moving to next text. 

[image: ]Task 2: 

Using sentence starters, write their own exclamations about the café in the woods. 
	Show call: Use some of the pupil’s sentences (under visualiser) to check exclamations in Task 2 meet SC: 

· An exclamation shows strong emotion or surprise. 
· It often starts with “What” or “How”. 
· It contains a verb. 
· It ends with an exclamation mark.


	Lesson 4: Use sentences with different forms: questions and exclamations 
	[image: ]Do it now: 

Read to the  A’hem page where the Ogre comes into the café. 

Ask children to work in pairs to create a question and an exclamation about this part of the book. 

Model writing one  each of your own: 

What a huge ogre stepped inside!

Why was he here?


Children write at least one of each on their MWB.  

	
Explain that we are going to write in role as Rene about the events  this part of the book. We are going to include questions and exclamations in our writing. 

Model writing text with particular emphasis on: 
· Questions/ correct punctuation 
· Exclamations/ success criteria from yesterday and any aspects of it you need to reinforce 
Model using your question and exclamation from the do it now. 

[image: ]
As I wiped the tables, the door shook—what a huge ogre stepped inside! My heart thumped. Why was he here? He stared at me with a worried frown. How hungry he looked! I took a deep breath. What was I going to do? How scared I felt! 


Identify the success criteria  in your writing.  You could make a mistake and model identifying this and correcting against the success criteria. 
 
[image: ] To prepare for their independent writing, pupils work in talk partners to talk about what they are going to write. Orally rehearse some sentences and use some of the questions and exclamations from the do it now. 
	[image: ]  Independent writing – children write their own short piece about this part of the book.  Encourage them to use questions and exclamations from the do it now part of the lesson. 


Possible adaptions: 

· Transcription for pupils working on a lower year group curriculum (match to their phonics attainment). 
· Group write before writing independently


Whilst children are working, gather information. If needed pause independent writing to address a common misconception or to highlight a success that would benefit other pupils. 

Marking/ feedback should be against Success Criteria. 
	From information gathering, identify a few pieces that highlight strong understanding and meet the SC. Share under visualiser. 

	Lesson 5:
Use commas to sperate items in a list 

	[image: ]Do it now: 

From writing yesterday, identify a key part of the learning that needs re-inforcing for pupils. 
	Read up to the page that shows  all the Ogre eats . 

Scribe a list of food that the Ogre eats – both actual and what they looked like. 

Share a sentence about what the ogre eats. Ask children to identify the individual things he eats. 

Why is this hard to do? Because all the things are together so it is difficult to separate them. 

Explain that we use commas to separate items in a list. 
[image: ]
Model writing a comma – children do this on their MWB. Focus on correct formation and position on the line. 

Model writing the list from the slide putting in a comma between each item. Explain the and  means we don’t have to use a comma for the final item. 

[image: ] Show children the next sentence and ask them identify what the items in the list are. 

Then identify where the commas will go – pupils write on MWB and share so teacher can check understanding. 

If secure, move to practice part of lesson – if necessary repeat with another example as a class. 
	[image: ] Children write lists to complete the sentence starts using commas to separate items in a list. 

The ogre ate….

Change the contents of the list. 


Possible adaption: 
· Give pupil the sentence without , and ask them to identify the items in the list and then insert ,s correctly. 
· Dictaion exercise (matching children’s phonics) of a list of items of food and ask  children to correctly insert the , in a list . 
	[image: ]Identify which sentence is correct and why. 


Check children ae secure in this objective in order to move onto lesson 6 LO. If not, you will need to have another lesson on this. 

	Lesson 6:  Use apostrophes for contracted forms
	[image: ]Do it now: 

Children write sentences which contain a list using commas to separate the items. 

The ogre had…. Followed by description using items from given list. 

Assessment – ensure they have used a comma in the correct place and each item is made up of two words. 
	Read to  the end of page “Glumfoot, I’ve been a nincompoop…”

Look at word I’ve  and ask children which two words have been contracted to make this word – I have. 

Look at I have and I’ve – what has changed? What job does the apostrophe do?: 

· I have has been contracted to one word
· H and A have been removed 
· The apostrophe replaces the letters that have been removed. 
[image: ]  Model writing the contracted word I’ve from I have. 

[image: ]  Show children you have  - you’ve and what has changed to produce the contracted word. 

Children write the contraction of you have on their MWB – assess to check they have completed this correctly. 

We are now going to contract had phases- show next slide and use I say you say to confirm what contracted word will be.  I had – I’d, you had – you’d etc.  Recap rule if needed. 

Children write contracted forms on MWB.  Tick or fix. 

[image: ]  Ask children to think, pair, share what the rules were  to contract these words. 
	[image: ]Task 1: 

Complete contracted word grid. 


Task 2: 

Re-write sentences to have contracted form  by: 
· Identifying the words that can be contracted. 
· Re-write the sentence containing the contracted form
Possible adaptions for task 2: 
· Identify the words to contract as a guided group
· Complete as a dictation activity

Tick or Fix. 
	[image: ]

Show children contracted words – they need to say  if they are correct or not (and how to correct if wrong) 

	Lesson 7:  to discuss and plan what to write about
	[image: ]Do it now: 

Write the contracted forms of words for do it now activity. 

Tick or fix. 
	Read to the end of the book.   

[image: ]Children identify some of the key events/ their favourite parts of the story. List these to refer to in their planning. 


Explain that we are going to write a diary entry in role as Rene about what happened since she opened the café.  Explain that a diary is a text that people write to remember key events and feelings. It is usually read just by them. 

[image: ]Model choosing   some key events from the story  that you want to include in your diary entry .  

[image: ]   What will we put in the next part of the diary plan. Think, pair share key events.    

 
	[image: ]  Children complete their own  dairy plan. 


Possible adaptions: 
· Work with a guided group to produce a shared plan for writing. 

[image: ]  Model using writing plan to tell diary – edit and improve some words or phrases to improve ready for writing tomorrow. 

[image: ]  Orally rehearse telling the diary entry  to a partner. 

	Lesson 8: to write a diary entry using given features 
	[image: ]Do it now: 

Give pupils paragraph containing errors . Ask children to correct. 

Tick or fix. 
	
Share success criteria for diary entry  and the things you are going to include in your diary entry. 

We are going to be writing in first person as Rene.  Remind children that means we are going to use I. 

[image: ]  Model writing the opening paragraph of the diary entry .  Be very explicit about the writing features we have practised  this unit and ensure you explain your thinking / writing process to use them.

What a busy few weeks I’ve had!  I have so much to tell you about everything that’s happened in my life . But what should I do now? It all began when I decided to make my dreams come true. 

Model how to review writing against success criteria , identifying when you have used one of the features on the SC.  

	[image: ]   Children write the opening paragraph for their diary entry  using their plan to support them. 

Teacher to CFU during these stage and use visualiser to share any successes or to highlight and correct any misconceptions. 

Possible adaptions: 

· Complete as a shared write for pupils who need more practice before writing independently. 

Pupils to revise and edit their first paragraph to ensure they have met the objective son the SC. 

[image: ]  Model writing the second paragraph of the diary entry. Be very explicit about the writing features we have practised  this unit and ensure you explain your thinking / writing process to use them.

I began by building my dream café on the edge of the woods. I sawed, hammered and drilled to build the perfect came. How fantastic it looked!  Who’d know that I could make something so beautiful. I couldn’t wait to open the doors to my customers. 

[image: ]Children write their next paragraph. 


	Model how to review  your second paragraph of writing against success criteria , identifying when you have used one of the features on the SC.  

Children review and edit their own second paragraphs. 


	Lesson 9: to write a diary entry using given features 
	[image: ]Do it now: 

After checking work produced yesterday, identify a common misconception to reteach to improve writing today.  This should be one of the objectives taught in this unit.  
	
[image: ]  One paragraph at a time, model writing the final paragraph of the diary entry .  Be very explicit about the writing features we have practised  this unit and ensure you explain your thinking / writing process to use them.

[image: ]Children write their next paragraph. 

As pupils are writing, hunt for common misconceptions or successes to use show call to share/ correct/ celebrate. 

[image: ]   Model how to review  writing against success criteria , identifying when you have used one of the features on the SC.  

	Children take it in turns to read their diary entries to their learning partner. 

Use this as an opportunity to further edit and correct their writing. 

	· Lesson 10 :  Proofread to check for errors 

	[image: ]Do it now: 

After checking work produced yesterday, identify a common misconception to reteach to improve writing today.  This should be one of the objectives taught in this unit.  
	Explain that we are going to publish our writing but before we do this we are going to do another edit of our writing. 

[image: ]  Using modelled writing from last few lessons, model how to proofread , make corrections and edit for improvement. Use SC to help focus on objectives taught in this unit. 
	[image: ]   Children complete final proofread, edit and re draft of their writing to be ready for publication. 

[image: ]   Model how to write final version of diary entry for publication. You may choose to write all or just part of the diary entry. 

Highlight key aspects of handwriting and presentation (to match your handwriting progression and school expectations). 


[image: ]  Children publish their diary entry. 

	Share final published pieces of writing.
