	Week 1 Lesson 1 L.O. To engage with and respond to a new text
	Share the front cover and ask pupils to discuss questions in pair. What predictions can they make about the book?

Cold call, share ideas as a class.

What do you notice? 

What do you wonder?

What do you predict?
	Read the story aloud.

Share information about the author, Ibtihaj Muhammad. 

Allow time to discuss- encourage pupils to think about why it would have been important for Ibtihaj to write this book. How do they think she hoped to make an impact by writing the book?

[image: ]
Ask pupils to discuss their opinions (likes/ dislikes) about the story, using the conjunctions ‘when’ and ‘because’ to further extend their thinking. Encourage oral rehearsal of whole sentences and share these as a class. 
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Ask pupils to discuss any connections they can make with their own experiences/ any other stories they know. Teacher to model aloud an answer to scaffold E.g. ‘The story reminds me of the book Perfectly Norman because both stories are about acceptance.’

Examples on slides could be changed to fit with other texts known to the class. Again, pupils to use conjunctions to extend their answers during oral rehearsal. 
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Model writing a response to one of the questions using a conjunction. Model writing a question about this story as this is likely to be more challenging for pupils- ensure correct punctuation etc. 
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Pupils to write a response on boards including conjunction or write a question depending on what they need more support with. CFU and support pupils to correct any errors. 
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Pupils to use sentence/ question stems to write their responses in books. Pupils to use conjunctions to add detail.  
	Share responses with the class. 

	Week 1 Lesson 2 L.O. To add detail to sentences using subordination (embedding previous learning and new conjunctions)
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Pupils to write a sentence in role as Faiza seeing Asiya in her hijab. Use sentence stems to support. 
	Remind pupils that they already know how to use some subordinating conjunctions. Today, we are going to focus on using subordinating conjunctions for time to help us to order events in the story.
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Pupils to identify subordinating conjunctions in the example sentences. Discuss first person in each sentence.
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Model oral rehearsal of two sentences using two of the different time subordinating conjunctions to match the picture.  Model writing with the conjunction in different positions- opportunity for GDS pupils to think about varying the position of their conjunction. 

For example
Asiya’s face lit up when she spotted the blue hijab.
After she tried it on, Asiya knew she had to have the blue one.
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Pupils to write sentences about the picture using the subordinating conjunctions. CFU and share good examples of work with the class. E.g. I was so excited when I saw Asiya. Before we left for school, Asiya put on her hijab.
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Pupils to extend the simple sentence including the conjunction ‘when’. CFU.
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Pupils to write sentences including subordinating conjunctions to match the pictures from the book. This will support pupils when they write a descriptive paragraph in lesson 4. 
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Pupils to identify which is a correct sentence including a subordinating conjunction. (2) 

	Week 1 Lesson 3 L.O. To improve sentences by adding adverbs

(NB If needed, split this across two lessons with pupils practising converting adjectives into adverbs in the first lesson and moving onto sentence level in the second lesson)
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Pupils to write a sentence to match one of the pictures based on yesterday’s learning. We will be embedding use of subordination in tomorrow’s writing so this is a good opportunity to CFU. 
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[image: ][image: ]Explain to pupils that we already know about these word classes- adjective, verb and noun. Pupils to split their whiteboard in 3 and sort the words into the correct class. CFU to ensure pupils are confident before moving onto adverbs today. 
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Share Bitesize video on adverbs (hyperlinked to picture and in comment on slide).

Follow slides to explain rule adding suffix -ly to turn an adjective into an adverb.

Make clear to pupils that not all words ending in suffix -ly are adverbs. E.g. lovely/ friendly which are adjectives. 
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Pupils to change adjectives into adverbs by adding the suffix -ly. Tick or fix answers.
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Remind pupils of the rule ‘swap the ‘y’ for an ‘i’’ rule when adding a suffix to a word ending in y. 
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Pupils to practise the swap rule on whiteboards. Tick or fix answers. CFU.
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Model adding detail to the sentence by adding an adverb. Choose one of the adjectives and turn it into an adverb to fit the sentence. E.g. She pointed excitedly. 
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Pupils to write sentences including an adverb to match the picture. Pupils to use the adjectives to scaffold- adding the suffix -ly to convert these into adverbs and deciding which fits the sentence best.
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Write a sentence including an adverb to match each picture. 

Potential scaffold- give pupils a sentence ready written to then add an adverb to. 
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Pupils identify sentence including an adverb.

1. The unkind boy laughed. 
2. We skipped happily across the road.
3. The school bell rang.


	Week 1 Lesson 4 L.O. To write a descriptive paragraph using subordination and adverbs.
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Pupils to convert the adjectives into adverbs by adding the suffix -ly. CFU. 
	[image: ][image: ]Explain that we will be writing a short paragraph today about our journey to school. We will be writing in first person as Faizah. We will practise using subordination for time and adverbs. 


Create class word/ phrase bank to describe what we saw on the journey (expanded noun phrases)/ our actions (include adverbs to describe) and how we felt (adjectives). 
E.g. bright blue hijab, waited patiently, walked proudly
Share with pupils an example paragraph including deliberate mistakes in adverbs. Slow- adjective has not been changed into an adverb using -ly. Happyly- has not used ‘swap’ rule. ‘fastly’- a common mistake pupils make instead of using ‘quickly’. carefuly- spelt incorrectly. 
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Model step-by-step adding layers of description using adjectives and adverbs as well as extra detail with a subordinating conjunction to a simple sentence. Explain how adding these layers build a picture in our reader’s head. Model thinking aloud and oral rehearsal. It may be helpful to write out each of these stages to show pupils the process step by step.

Add adjectives

We left the house. 

We left the warm, cosy house.

Add an adverb

Slowly, we left the warm, cosy house.

Add subordination

Slowly, we left the warm, cosy house when it was time to walk to school. 
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Pupils follow the same step by step process to improve the simple sentence ‘Asiya was wearing her hijab.’

CFU and correct any mistakes/ share any common misconceptions that need to be addressed with the class. 




	Keep modelled sentence and ‘we do’ sentences to support pupils to begin writing their paragraphs.

Pupils to write their own paragraphs about the journey to school in first person.

Potential scaffold (this will need to be adapted according to gaps in pupils’ knowledge and assessment) could be simple paragraph to be improved with adverb and subordination choices. 
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Pupils to re-read their own writing and share an example with their partner/ table of how they have met one of the success steps.

Take examples from the class. 

	Week 1 Lesson 5 L.O. To use apostrophes for possession- word level based on text
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Based on assessment from yesterday’s lesson, build in an opportunity for pupils to edit and improve their writing.

Display an anonymised or teacher written example of a paragraph or a few sentences and model how to improve following success steps. If pupils need to edit for adverbs for example, model explicitly finding a verb to describe and generating an adverb before adding it into the sentence. 

Address any common spellings errors/ common errors in CEWs and ensure these are corrected. 
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Pupils to discuss what they notice about the two sentences before we introduce our learning for today.


The girls crossed the road. 
The girl’s hijab was blue.
[image: ]
On slides, share explanations. The first example uses just an ‘s’ suffix because it is a plural. The second uses apostrophe ‘s’ to show possession. 
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Model saying the phrase ‘Asiya’s shadow’ aloud and explain that we want to show that the shadow belongs to Asiya using our apostrophe ‘s’. Model writing this on paper, ensuring we do not join our handwriting across the apostrophe. Model putting it at the correct height- the same height as the top of an ascender. 
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Guide pupils more heavily on the first example- Asiya’s bag by modelling writing the phrase on flipchart paper, identifying where the apostrophe ‘s’ should go and getting pupils to write it before showing them. CFU and correct any pupils needing extra support. 

Pupils to write on whiteboards for the next two phrases (provide more support by shared writing these if needed)
My sister’s outfit 
Faizah’s hand

Transcription

After practising a few with more support, pupils to complete some transcribed phrases with apostrophes in the correct place. CFU and support pupils who need more guidance. The name Asiya is on the board for pupils to use.

Phrases to dictate:
Asiya’s bag
Asiya’s jumper
The girl’s smile

Pause and model/ work together more closely if pupils are still uncertain.
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Use final transcribed phrase to assess pupil’s understanding before moving onto independent work. The tree’s leaves
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Pupils to write phrases using possessive apostrophes with the given pairs of nouns
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Pupils to write phrases into books using possessive apostrophes. NB phrases do not need capital letters at the beginning

Answers on slide to tick or fix-
Asiya’s bag
(the) house’s windows
Asiya’s jacket
(the) car’s wheels
(the) child’s backpack
(the) girl’s shadow

Pupils to write sentences including the phrases and adverbs.
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Tick or fix answers. (Will need teacher to CFU- are apostrophes in correct place directly after noun and before ‘s’? Are they in the right position in line with ascenders?)

Discuss any common errors.

Vote on sentence which uses apostrophe correctly for possession. 

The girl’s crossed the road. Incorrect. 
Asiya’s classroom was across the playground. Correct.

Ask pupils why the other is incorrect (used for plural). 

	Week 2 Lesson 1 L.O. To use apostrophes for possession (sentence level)

Pupils to rewrite pairs of nouns into phrases using possessive apostrophes. CFU.
the girl’s boat
the boat’s sail
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Remind pupils of learning from yesterday- we do not use an apostrophe but just an ‘s’ for a plural. We use apostrophe ‘s’ to show belonging.

Remind pupils of positioning of apostrophes.

According to assessment from yesterday, address any key misconceptions seen in pupils’ writing.

Explain that today we are going to write some sentences to practice applying our knowledge of possessive apostrophes. 
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Model generating and writing a sentence to match the picture, paying close attention to position of apostrophe and ensuring not joined handwriting across the apostrophe.
E.g

‘I want to write a sentence to describe Asiya’s hijab based on the book.It’s described as being like the colour of the ocean’ 

Asiya’s hijab is like the ocean.
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1.Pupils to rewrite the sentence and punctuate it accurately with a possessive apostrophe. CFU.

She asked what was on my sister’s head.

2. Transcription
Read aloud sentence to match the picture. Pupils to correctly punctuate with possessive apostrophe. CFU. 

The boy’s laugh was mean. 




If pupils are ready to move into books, pupils to stick in picture strip and write dictated sentence into books. If more practice is needed, write onto whiteboards and support pupils to correct their apostrophes.


3. In books, pupils to write first sentence from teacher dictation- Asiya’s hijab is not a tablecloth.
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Pupils to write a sentence containing a possessive apostrophe to match each picture. Use the pairs of nouns as a scaffold. Example answers:

The boy’s laugh was loud and unkind.
The teacher’s smile made me feel calm.
My sister’s friend waved goodbye to her.
I held Asiya’s hand.

GDS 
Use adverbs and subordination to add more detail. E.g. 
The boy’s laugh made me feel upset because he was so unkind.
The teacher’s smile made me feel better so I kept drawing happily.
My sister’s friend waved kindly before we left the playground.
I held onto Asiya’s hand tightly before we crossed the road.

Potential adaption:
Work with WTS pupils on dictated sentences to support accuracy in punctuation.

	Week 2 Lesson 2 

L.O. To plan a first person description 
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Pupils to add description to sentences using adverbs:

1. Asiya wore her hijab ___________.
2. We walked to school __________. 

Use scaffold of adjectives on slides if needed to support pupils to generate adverbs.
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Explain that we are planning a first person description of our whole day based on the story. We have already done some writing about the first part of the story which will help us with this.

Explain that we will be planning key learning into our writing- adverbs and possessive apostrophes. Share the WAGOLL and read aloud a couple of times to show pupils what we are aiming for. Can they spot examples of adverbs and possessive apostrophes?

Explain that we will carefully plan our own writing today.

[image: ] 

Model completing the first part of the plan, including a sentence including a possessive apostrophe and a sentence including an adverb.

E.g. Asiya’s hijab was the brightest blue.
I twirled happily.
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Pupils to write ideas on whiteboards so that these can be checked and any misconceptions addressed. Note down a few good examples on class plan to support.

E.g. I watched as Asiya’s shadow disappeared across the playground.

She skipped away happily.
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Pupils to complete their planning sheet. 

Pause pupils to check in after their first couple of sections to ensure accuracy and understanding.

Possible adaption- work with WTS pupils to support them to compose sentences and select appropriate adverbs.
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Pupils to generate more varied adverbs and write additional sentences including these.

Teacher model re-reading and checking accuracy of possessive apostrophes. Pupils to spend time checking and teacher to circulate and CFU.

L.O. To write a first person description using key features

Resources needed

Scaffold resource (suggested word banks/ sentence stems)
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Retrieval apostrophes for possession-
Mama’s smile
Asiyas’ friends 
My sister’s shadow
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Pupils to remind themselves of their ideas for the first two sections of their plans before we write this part today. Remind pupils of the key events in this part of the story- waiting for Asiya and our journey to school and reaching the gates. 
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Share an example paragraph containing errors with pupils. Model checking the first two sentences by reading aloud and referring to the success criteria. 

Slowly we walked out of the cosy house when the morning sun was rising. I holded  held my sister’s hand and we stepped quick down the long street. 
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Read the next two sentences aloud to pupils and then ask them to discuss any errors they spot.

The blue hijab shone proudly, and I felt a flutter in my tummy because it was a special day. Before we reached the gate we walked carefully, and I stayed close to my sister’s side.
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Model how to include key features from success criteria in first sentence.
“I need to use first person because I am writing as Faizah.”
We stepped outside.
“Let me add an expanded noun phrase to describe the morning… We stepped outside into the soft, golden morning light.”
“I’ll add a subordinating conjunction to show when or why…
We stepped outside into the soft, golden morning light when the sun began to rise.”
“I’ll add an adverb to show how the sun rose”
We stepped outside into the soft, golden morning light when the sun began to slowly rise.”
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Pupils to write their first section using their plans and referring to success steps and I do/ We do sentences. 
Possible adaption- Shared write with WTS group or provide simple paragraph for pupils to improve with specific focus according to success steps. 
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Teacher to model checking against success steps. 

Pupils to check their own writing and share examples with their partners. Teacher to hunt for good examples to read aloud to the class and address any common misconceptions.

Spend 5 minutes modelling a short edit of yesterday’s writing according to success criteria. According to assessment, model a specific focus e.g. accuracy of apostrophes or adding adverbs for extra detail. Provide pupils with a clear step-by-step list of what to check and edit their writing for. Work with a selected group who need additional support according to assessment.
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Explain that we are going to look at the next part of our plan to help us with our writing today. We are going to write about the next three sections of our plan so we need to remind ourselves of this. (Joining the line, giving Asiya another hug and the boy laughing, drawing the picture in class) Model re-reading teacher’s version of the plan.
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Pupils to read their ideas from their plan aloud to their partner to ensure they are clear on what to include today.
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Display paragraph to be improved- We walked into the playground.  I spotted my friends and walked towards my line. A group of boys started laughing. I felt upset but I stayed where I was. Asiya lifted her chin and walked past them. I stayed close to her. We went inside the school.

Model orally rehearsing to try ideas before rewriting the first sentence to include key elements we have been working on. E.g.

The first sentence says: We walked into the playground.
I want to add an adverb to show how.

We walked excitedly into the playground. 

I want to add an expanded noun phrase to show what the playground looked like so my reader can picture it.

We walked excitedly into the crowded playground. 
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Pupils to work on improving the next sentence using an adverb and expanded noun phrase as modelled. Pupils could change/ edit more as they wish to improve it.

I spotted my friends and walked towards my line.
e.g. I spotted my excited friends and walked towards my line happily. I spotted my chatty friends and dashed towards my line excitedly.
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Pupils to write their next section using their plans and referring to success steps and I do/ We do sentences. 
Possible adaption- Shared write with WTS group or provide simple paragraph for pupils to improve with specific focus according to success steps.


Support pupils who are working at GDS to vary and effectively use adverbs by providing a wider range of adverbs for them to select from (ensuring they do not use any they don’t understand the meaning of!) and check in with teacher to discuss choices.
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Teacher to model checking against success steps. 

Pupils to check their own writing and share examples with their partners. Teacher to hunt for good examples to read aloud to the class and address any common misconceptions.

Spend 5 minutes modelling a short edit of yesterday’s writing according to success criteria. According to assessment, model a specific focus e.g. accuracy of apostrophes or adding adverbs for extra detail. Provide pupils with a clear step-by-step list of what to check and edit their writing for. Work with a selected group who need additional support according to assessment.
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Share the WAGOLL for this final write and highlight examples of key features from success steps together. Talk through key events in the last section of writing today- meeting Asiya, walking home together and finally reflecting on the day.
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Model rewriting or combining two of the sentences using a subordinating conjunction, adding additional detail. E.g. I waited patiently for Asiya after school had finished. 

Pupils to improve the second and third sentences using adverbs, expanded noun phrases and subordination e.g. We smiled happily at each other while we skipped out of the tall school gates. The soft afternoon sun shone brightly and we wandered home together holding hands tightly.
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Pupils to write their final section using their plans and referring to success steps and I do/ We do sentences. 
Possible adaption- Shared write with WTS group or provide simple paragraph for pupils to improve with specific focus according to success steps. Provide word banks/ sentence stems as needed.


Support pupils who are working at GDS to vary and effectively use adverbs by providing a wider range of adverbs for them to select from (ensuring they do not use any they don’t understand the meaning of!) and check in with teacher to discuss choices.
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Teacher to model checking against success steps. 

Pupils to check their own writing and share examples with their partners. Teacher to hunt for good examples to read aloud to the class and address any common misconceptions.

	Additional publishing and editing lesson 
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Pupils to read their writing aloud to a partner. Look at success steps and feedback so that pupils are clear on what their next steps need to be.
	Editing activities
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Guide pupils through prompts on slides to focus on editing and improving according to success steps. Adapt as needed according to assessment from writing. 
Display anonymised examples or put together a short teacher written example with deliberate errors/ lack of particular features needing improvement.

Try adding detail to things like:
· the street
· the playground
· the sky
· the classroom
· the hijab

Replace a simple noun with a clearer expanded noun phrase.

4. Check Your Possessive Apostrophes

Final outcome WAGOLL 

When I woke up this morning, I felt a flutter in my tummy because it was my sister Asiya’s first day wearing her new blue hijab. I held her hand tightly as we walked to school. Her hijab was the proudest blue I had ever seen. It shone in the sunlight like the sea, and it made me feel warm inside.
Before we reached the playground, Asiya gave me a small smile. I could tell she was trying to be brave. When we walked into the playground, some children stopped what they were doing and stared at us. A few children began to laugh quietly and point at Asiya’s hijab. My chest felt tight because I didn’t understand why they were being unkind. I wished they would stop.
But Asiya kept walking. She lifted her chin and looked straight ahead. She stayed strong, even when the laughing grew louder. She didn’t let their unkindness change the way she moved. I felt so proud of her because she didn’t hide or look down. She walked calmly, as if she knew her hijab was something beautiful.
I was still feeling worried about my sister when I was sitting in the classroom. It was time to draw so I made a picture of myself and Asiya wearing our bright hijabs and having a picnic together. Our teacher looked at my picture and smiled at me kindly. She took her time to look closely at my drawing and said it was thoughtful and detailed. Her kind reaction made me feel peaceful inside, as if the classroom was a safe place where our special things were understood and appreciated.

At the end of the day, I waited for Asiya by the classroom door. When she came out, we smiled at each other. We didn’t need to say anything. We just walked out of school side by side. The afternoon sun glowed softly, and the proud blue hijab shone just as brightly as it had in the morning. I slipped my hand into hers, and we walked home together, step by step, feeling calm after such a busy day.

I will always remember this day, because Asiya showed how strong and brave she could be, even when other children were unkind. I walked beside her, feeling as proud as the bluest blue.
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
