	INTENT: Our approach to PE, sport and physical activity 

	At Yatton Junior School, our Physical Education curriculum is highly ambitious and designed to inspire all pupils to achieve their full potential while developing a lifelong love of physical activity. Our intent aligns directly with the National Curriculum and is underpinned by our commitment to developing "The Yatton Learner."
•	Breadth and Ambition for All: We ensure strict inclusivity, offering a challenging and balanced curriculum that is accessible to all pupils, regardless of their background or prior experience.
•	Sequencing Knowledge: We systematically build physical literacy by embedding fundamental movement skills—such as running, jumping, throwing, catching, striking, and balancing—before progressing to complex, sport-specific tactical applications. 
•	Character Development: PE is a vital vehicle for personal development. We explicitly teach Collaboration through teamwork and fair play, Resilience and determination through competitive sports, and Responsibility through leadership opportunities. We foster Curiosity by providing a diverse curriculum that encourages pupils to discover new sports and passions.

	Key indicator 1: The engagement of all pupils in regular physical activity 

	Outdoor play: Maintaining the adventure equipment and fort. Pupil voice questionnaires show that the children enjoy access to the adventure equipment. The introduction of the new lunchtime game zones have proved extremely successful with high numbers from all year groups joining the fun.
Smart Moves: The programme provides children with learning opportunities through the medium of movement. Through the Smart Moves program, we aim to help children develop physically as well as socially, emotionally and intellectually.

	Key indicator 2: The profile of PE, sport and physical activity being raised as a tool for school improvement

	Communications: We continued to develop our online, communications and displays to promote PE/sports, encourage increased participation and boost parent engagement.
Join up, Join in: Is a scheme that provides bursaries that help to removes barriers for pupil premium eligible children to participate in sports and physical activity in the school environment. This includes the Year 6 residential trip to Morfa bay, school trips and after school sports clubs.

	PE Hub: Membership allows teachers and specialists access to expert lesson plans, an extensive resource library and individualised assessment. Periodic learning walks and staff meetings provide regular staff CPD.

	North Somerset Schools PE Association: Membership to the NSSPEA enhances our ability to provide a range of sports and activities.
Football Squad: The after-school football clubs have offered children the opportunity to explore football in safe, friendly environment with familiar coaches increasing participation. These players have formed teams to represent Yatton at tournaments and festivals.
Future Fit: Provides an opportunity for children to participate in fun, interactive games which promote collaboration, sportsmanship and resilience all key components of character development.
