	Lesson 1 

Buildings shapes and lines


To be able to identify shapes in buildings.
	Look at the picture cards and architecture. 

To explain that different historical periods have built differently. 

To explain that different countries also have different fashions with buildings, depending on weather, trends and resources. 
	· Show children the picture of a building on the slides. What do you think this building is? What is it used for? How do you know? Children to think, pair, share their ideas.
·  Explain that if you look carefully you can often see lots of different shapes in buildings. Show children on the slides. Which shapes have been highlighted? 
·  Show children the pictures of other buildings on the slides and invite them to come to the board to point out the different shapes within the building that they can see.
	Provide children with the Picture Cards in a small group showing a variety of different buildings. Give children some time to look at the buildings to identify different shapes. On sticky notes, children to write down how many of a particular shape there are on a certain picture, e.g. “On this building I can see 6 squares,” “On this building I can see 4 circles,” etc. In the group, children to check if they think each other’s statements are correct

	Lesson 2
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Buildings shapes and lines


To be able to use a viewfinder to identify patterns and features in buildings.
	To be able to recognise different patters within different architecture. 
	· • Remind children of the work they did in lesson 1 looking for shapes within buildings. Tell children that as well as having lots of shapes in them, buildings also have lots of different patterns. Show children the picture of a building on the slides. What patterns can you spot on this building? What kind of shapes does the building have?
·  Tell children that someone who designs buildings is called an architect. Some architects design houses, some design places of worship, some design public buildings such as libraries of fire stations. Can you think of any other types of buildings architects might design? 
· Tell children that today they are going to be being using viewfinders to help them find patterns in some different buildings. Demonstrate how viewfinders work on the slides. 
· Children cut centre of paper template out to make viewfinder (it will look like a picture frame). Show children the picture on the slides. Can you use your viewfinder to spot any patterns, shapes or interesting features? Children to suggest their ideas then show examples on the slides.
· Repeat with another image.

	Can children recognise different features of buildings? • Do children know what an architect is? • Can children use different techniques and tools to create an image of a building?

	Lesson 3

Buildings shapes and lines


To be able to identify and record patterns in buildings.
	To know how to take wax rubbings 
	· Tell children that today they will be gathering different patterns in buildings by creating rubbings. Go through the slides explaining how to do this.
· Show children the different rubbings from in and around a building. Ask children to guess where the rubbing was taken and then check on the slides.
· Tell children which building they will be exploring. This could be the school or a local building you have arranged to visit, such as a library, swimming pool or place of worship. What kind of patterns do you think we could find? What different areas or objects could we use for making our rubbings? Children to think, pair, share their ideas. NB: Parental consent must be obtained and LEA guidelines followed before taking children off school premises.
· Once back in the classroom, children to choose the 4 rubbings they like the most. Provide children with a sheet of A3 paper and challenge children to stick their four chosen rubbings onto the paper. Children to then annotate their rubbings to show where each one came from, what kind of pattern it has produced, what they like about it, etc.





	Provide children with some wax crayons and lots of sheets of A5 paper. Challenge children to collect at least 4 different rubbings, using different colours for each.

	Can children make suggestions about the kind of patterns they might expect to find in a particular building? • Can children gather a variety of patterns in a building using rubbings? • Can children collate the patterns they have gathered and describe what they think and feel about them?

	Lesson 4

Buildings shapes and lines

To be able to design a mural to represent a particular building.
	
	· Tell children that over the next two lessons they will be designing and making a large mural as a class to represent a particular building. They will be drawing on the work they have done on buildings so far, such as the patterns they collected through rubbings in lesson 3. 
·  As a class decide which building you will choose to represent in your class mural. 
·  Tell children that they will all be creating an individual ‘tile’ and that all the different tiles (made from clay next week) will then be put together to create a mural. What patterns, shapes and images could you include on your tile?
·  Go through the demonstration of how you can use clay to make a tile. This tile represents a library. What else could you have included on a tile for a library building?
·  Tell children that today they will be designing their tile so that they can create it next lesson. What will you need to think about when you are designing your tile? (e.g. what patterns there are in the building, other patterns that can represent parts of the building, how they will create the pattern once they come to work with the clay, etc.)

	Lesson 5

Buildings shapes and lines

To be able to create a section of a mural based on a previous design
	To know how to work with clay. 

Read instructions. 

Tip Air dry clay is easy to work with, but can dry out quickly. 

Second session may be needed for painting. 
	· Ask children to get out their designs for their section of the mural from lesson 4. Give children a few minutes to look back at their designs. Can you describe your section of the mural to a partner? 
· Tell children that today they will be following their designs to create the tile for the class mural. If the children are making their section out of clay, go through the tips for working with clay on the slides. 
·  How do you think you can make sure that your section of the mural stands out? How can you make it a really good section? Children to think, pair, share their ideas.
	Children to make roll out a square of clay approx. 12cm x 12 cm. Children to then follow their design to create their section of the mural. Once the clay is dry, children to paint with acrylic paint. Challenge children to make sure that their tile is made with care and attention to detail and that their finished artwork is as high quality as possible.


When all children have finished their section, arrange all the tiles to create a mural. Placing a paperclip into the clay when it is still wet creates a useful hook for hanging the tiles together or you can try using tile adhesive and a thick sheet of wood.

When the mural is complete, ask children to have a close look. What do you think of our mural? Which tiles do you really like and why? Children to discuss their ideas then complete the evaluation on worksheet
