To use pastel chalks to create flames

Lesson 1

Week 1 

Glue these into art books behind knowledge organiser
	Teachers will need to be able to use pastel chalks to create a background as a model.

To blend three colours. 

To know what a foreground and background are. 
	· Show the children the first photo on the slide. What can they see? Then go through some of the different things they might spot in the picture. 
· Show the children the picture slides separated into foreground and background. What can they see in the foreground? What can they see in the background?
· Ask the children, Where are the light bits in the picture? Where are the dark bits? What colours can they see?
· Show the children the picture with the foreground shaded. Explain to them they will be using pastel chalks to create the flames in the background of the picture. Encourage them to look closely at the colours and shapes of the flames, smoke and clouds.
· Go through the steps on the slide explaining how to use chalks to create the flames.
	Provide the children with Instruction Sheet on the power point and then reveal Challenge Card slide

Use black sugar paper (2 per child) and chalks. The children will follow the instructions to create their chalk fire background. 

Then they will cut out buildings from 2nd sheet of black sugar paper and stick them on their picture to complete the foreground.

Lesson 2

Week 2 
To use collage to create flames

Glue into books if they fit and if not, send home and take photos for books 
	To know what a silhouette is.

To understand how tissue can be used to create texture. 
	· • Show the children the image on the slide. What colours and shapes can they see? Why might the flames all be going to the left? How do the people feel? • Share the information about Rita Greer. Explain that she didn’t witness the Great Fire of London, she imagined what it would have been like when she painted this picture in 2007. • Ask the children to close their eyes, then share the description of a fire with them. What did they imagine? Think, pair, share. • Show the children the materials they will be using for their collage. Remind them to think carefully about what image and feeling they are trying to create with their picture.
	Using lesson 2 silhouette the  children will layer tissue paper on their paper then add the cut-out building silhouettes.

Week 3

	Teachers should read the ppt to gather information about the Ludgate Building in the great fire of London. 



	· Show the children the image on the slide. What can they see? What words would they use to describe the flames? • Explain the building in the painting is Ludgate. This was a gate in London wall. The wall surrounded what used to be London. Now London is much bigger than just the area inside the wall. • Explain the gate was destroyed in the Great Fire of London. It was rebuilt after the fire, but it was demolished a few years later. • Show the children pictures of the gate. What shapes/features can they see?

What is in the foreground/background? • Go through the ideas on the slides. • Discuss the different examples shown on the slides and where possible demonstrate different methods to the children.
