Again, children to think, pair, share their ideas
and then list on the slides.
· Go through the pictures of some different puppets on the slides. What kind of puppet is this? What do
you think it is made from? Do you like this puppet? Discuss questions as a class.
· Tell children that today they will be exploring some different puppets and looking at their features. 
· What questions do you think we need to ask when we are exploring different puppets? List children’s ideas on the slides, e.g. How does it move? Who was it designed for? Who would play with it? What materials is it made from? etc.

· Tell children that today they will be evaluating their finished puppets. What does it mean to evaluate something and why is this important? Children to think, pair, share their ideas and then go through the explanation on the slides.
· Ask children to get into partners and discuss each of the questions on the slides /sheets: What did you most enjoy about making your puppet? What did you find most difficult about making your puppet? What      would you do differently if you were going to make your puppet again?
