As you can imagine, it has been a busy few days working in partnership with our Trust, Futura Trust and local schools to create a plan which will be the best for our children. We are very grateful for the tremendous help we have had to get this plan in place including from North Somerset School Transport who have put on special transport routes for our children that would not normally run so we can work the way we want over Term 6.
Please carefully read the information below. There are some big changes as you would expect but all decisions have been made with your children and our families foremost in our minds. We will need to be resilient and work together and it will be really important that although you as parents may feel some anxiety about what comes next that you don’t share this with your children. They need us as adults to be strong, positive role models to show that things in life can go horribly wrong and we can feel sad about this but we can also get past it. To help with this, on Monday we will be emailing out to you a social story to share with your children to help prepare them.
We need to communicate the changes to the children as ‘this will be a fun and exciting new challenge’. 
I would also like to say again a thank you for the incredible support that we have had from our school and wider community – we are still processing much of it – but as we work our way to a long term solution for the Infant School everything that you are doing will make a huge difference.

JUNIOR PARENTS
Entrance / Exit from School  - Stowey Road / Main driveway through carpark will be the only access. 
CO-OP entrance will be closed until further notice.
Breakfast Club – will be held in the Junior school. You will need to drop your children off at the junior hall via the side gate into the juniors from the car park. In the short term the menu for breakfast club will be slightly reduced (not all the cooked stuff) but still a great choice.

INFANT PARENTS

Reception Classes – Snowy Owls and Great Grey Owls – these classes will be working as normal from their classrooms. We have confirmation from structural engineers that the building is completely safe and all services are running as normal.
Start / Finish time – as normal 9.00am – 3.20pm
Enter / Exit – please enter via the main drive into the top infant playground or via the library gate. CO-OP entrance will be closed until further notice.
Please wait in the playground not in front of the classroom doors at the beginning and end of the day until the class doors are open - this is to ensure that there is access at all times.
Lunchtime – the children will have lunch in the juniors. They will be accompanied to the junior dinner hall with known staff and then back again to play in the infant playground as normal. Lunches to be ordered from Aspens as per normal.
After School Club and Breakfast Club – will be running as normal. Children will be collected by staff from or to go to both.
Kingston Seymour/ Kenn Bus – will be running as normal supervised by staff. 

Year One – Tawny Owls – middle reception classroom
This class will be working as normal from their new classroom in the middle reception class. We have confirmation from structural engineers that the building is completely safe and all services are running as normal.
Start / Finish time – as normal 9.00am – 3.20pm
Enter / Exit – please enter via the main drive into the top infant playground or via the library gate. CO-OP entrance will be closed until further notice.
Please wait in the playground not in front of the classroom doors at the beginning and end of the day until the class doors are open - this is to ensure that there is access at all times.
Lunchtime – the children will have lunch in the juniors. They will be accompanied to the junior dinner hall with known staff and then back again to play in the infant playground as normal. Lunches to be ordered from Aspens as per normal.
Afternoon play  - they will join with the other Year 1 class for afternoon play so they still connect with their friends beyond their class.
Kingston Seymour/ Kenn Bus – will be running as normal supervised by staff.

This has been organised so we can connect with our children and you our families every day and so the children can have time together on this site as well for their friendships, feelings of safety at Yatton and thus their mental health and wellbeing.
Staffing – children will have all the staff (teachers/ LSA’s/ lunchtime staff) that they are familiar with and we have directed additional staff in the first few weeks to help settle them. The Senior Leadership Team will also be making regular visits.
Entry/ Exit : Children to be taken to the Junior School hall via the car park gate.
CO-OP entrance will be closed until further notice.
Timings :

                              QUESTIONS: What do I do if my child will be late because of doctors or something else?
Phone our office or email attendance@yattonschools.co.uk before 9am so that we can inform either school that you will be bringing your child in late. You will then need to take your child to which ever school they are being educated at. 
What will happen if my child is ill or needs/ forgotten something?
Illness / accident: We will be informed by the staff at the school they are in and our school office will contact you just as we do now. We will arrange with you what will happen next.
We have all contingencies ready in our Risk Assessment
I forgot their packed lunch, water bottle, book bag-  Not a problem, bring it to the Yatton School Office and we will  get it to your child.
I’m a parent helper in a Year 1 or 2 class that are now not on site. What do I do?
For term 6 you will not be able to help the children at Chestnut or St Andrew’s as we are restricting the number of additional adults to the sites. We live in Congresbury or up near Chestnut Park – why don’t we just take our children?
Firstly because we don’t want the stress of families with siblings getting children to two schools at the same time. 
Secondly, the roads and access to both schools are busy enough as it is without increasing for our children when it’s not needed and we are trying to have the least impact we can on the lovely schools who are helping us.
Thirdly – school times would be shortened from 9.15am – 2.15pm which would not meet statutory requirements.
Fourthly and MOST IMPORTANTLY – your child would miss out on the morning register and activities in the afternoon back here at Yatton, connection with this school and their friends here. This will be key to help an anxiety and promote positive wellbeing.
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
